The film was made in 1977 but never received any theatrical distribution till now. It has been described by Manohla Dargis as an "American masterpiece, independent to the bone".
Paprika 
Country: Japan
When a machine that enables therapists to break into their patient's dreams falls into the wrong hands, a young therapist and her alter ego join forces to save the world.
